4. The second European satellite dedicated to
delivering broadband internet connections has
launched successfully.

The six-tonne Ka-Sat lifted off atop a Proton
rocket from Baikonur in Kazakhstan at 0351 local
time on Monday (2151 GMT on Sunday).The flight
lasted nine hours and 12 minutes. The Eutelsat-
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operated spacecraft will concentrate its services on
the estimated tens of millions of European homes in
so-called "not-spots”.These are places where
consumers cannot get a decent terrestrial
connection.The spacecraft follows the Hylas-1
platform into orbit. This satellite, operated by Avanti
Communications of London, was launched just last
month.Ka-Sat, however, is considerably bigger, and
has a notional capacity to serve up to two million
households compared with Hylas's 300,000.

5. Northern hemisphere countries are being
told by health experts to brace themselves for flu
outbreaks.There has been a well-publicised surge of
cases in the UK during December with swine flu
appearing to be the dominant of the three strains
circulating. But the European Centre for Disease
Prevention and Control warned much of the rest of
Europe was also beginning to see increases too.
Meanwhile, parts of the US and Canada have reported
higher levels. Many of those being infected are
younger age groups. This is because elderly people
have some immunity to swine flu, most probably
because of exposure to a similar strain many years
ago.In the UK, the number of people who have died
with all types of flu this winter hit 27 this week after
another 10 deaths.The volume of patients going to
their doctor with flu-like illnesses also rose, more
than doubling to 87.1 per 100,000 in the past week.

Role of Euro

When the euro was launched there were plenty of people who thought it
would crash and burn.

Ten years on, its role as a global currency is secure, even if it hasn't achieved
everything its founders hoped. Wednesday is the 10th anniversary of the agreement that
launched the single currency. However, residents of the first 12 EU states that adopted
the euro didn't begin using euro banknotes and coins until 1 January, 2002. Things didn't
start out so well. The euro spent its early life hitting record lows against the dollar - but
now it is the greenback that's falling. Tourists and exporters in the eurozone have to cope
with the euro at a record high. Many in Europe are now bracing themselves for the effects
of the slowdown in America.

Stronger position

But as the European Commission is keen to remind us, for once the eurozone
economies are coming into this credit crunch from a position of relative strength. About
16 million jobs have been created in the eurozone since the birth of the euro, and
unemployment has fallen, from 9% in 1999 to 7% in 2007. In contrast to the UK, most
governments also have room to cut taxes to boost growth if they need to: the average
budget deficit in the eurozone countries last year fell to record low of 0.6% of GDP.

Of course, neither of these achievements is necessarily due to the euro, any more
than the fall in average inflation and long-term interest rates can be directly attributed to
the European Central Bank. Nearly all of the world's advanced economies have seen a
steady decline in inflation since the late 1980s (at least until recently), a development that
has pushed down interest rates as well.

However, supporters of Economic and Monetary Union would say that the budget
deficit and employment figures do owe something to the euro. They would say that the
Stability and Growth Pact, which asks countries in the eurozone to keep their budget
deficits below 3% of GDP has imposed budget discipline. Even so, some large economies
like Germany have sometimes flouted the rules, and the pact was revised in 2005.

Economic reform

Supporters would also say the single currency has forced countries to get on with
reforming their economies - including the labour market - because being part of the
eurozone means that governments have lost the option of devaluing their way out of
trouble. But many economists would disagree. Germany has done an excellent job of
retaining its competitiveness in recent years by keeping costs down - even as the euro has
risen against other currencies. But the same cannot be said of Italy, whose producers are
struggling to keep any foothold in global markets. This relates to one of the disappointing
aspects of the euro's record to date, at least for some of its founders.

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No convergence

Economic and monetary union does not seem to have promoted economic
convergence among the major economies. If anything, the reverse is true. The situation
right now is a case in point.

Spain and Ireland did well out of the early years of the euro - too well, some
would say. Being part of the single currency meant that interest rates were lower, for
longer than they would otherwise have been, during the boom years when their
economies grew rapidly. That allowed some US and UK-style imbalances to build up,
particularly in the housing market. Both economies are now set to slow sharply as a result
of the credit crunch. It is possible that they will even suffer a recession. By contrast,
Germany and France had less of a boom, and may now only suffer a modest slowdown.
Pity the European Central Bank, which has to set interest rate policy for all of them.

Supranational powers

Monetary policy alone cannot make the mature economies of the eurozone
converge. It would be unrealistic to expect it to. The only way to achieve that kind of
convergence would be to create an enormous central eurozone budget which could
redistribute money between countries to help smooth out the differences between them.
There are some die-hard Europhiles who would support this. But don't hold your breath.

COMPUTER KNOWLEDGE 'UNDERVALUED'

Computer skills are still undervalued in the UK board room, according to
software giant Microsoft.

It surveyed 500 UK business leaders and found that a knowledge of information
technology (IT) was seen as the seventh most important workplace skill.

Instead, team working and interpersonal skills were seen as the core factors,
followed by initiative. Microsoft chairman Bill Gates said IT skills were needed from the
shop floor to the chief executive.

In third place in the survey behind team working and initiative, came analysing
and problem solving.

responsibility for improving skills in the workplace.

According to some estimates, as many as 6.8 million adults in the UK lack basic
qualifications, and have skills needs in numeracy, literacy and information technology.

The government is taking steps to redress the situation and has started an
advertising campaign that is aimed at encouraging people to upgrade their skills through
education and training.

It plans to spend £20m over three years on TV, print and poster adverts aimed at
persuading people of their natural ability to succeed.

CHINA 'OVERTAKES GERMANY AS WORLD'S LARGEST
EXPORTER'

China's exports rose 17.7% in December, state media has reported, 1
(SUGGEST) the country has overtaken Germany as the world's largest exporter.

The rise, 2 (COMPARE) to a year earlier, breaks a 13-month decline in
trade as a result of the global downturn.

Xinhua said total exports for 2009 were $1.2tn (£749bn), but total foreign trade
over the year was down 13.9%.

3 (CORRESPOND) say the figures will lead to new demands from
China's competitors that it revalue the yuan.

Last year saw a continuing decrease in China's trade as the global 4
(ECONOMY) downturn led to a fall in demand for its products.

But in the last few weeks of the year, there was a far greater rise than forecasters
had expected, with foreign exports reaching $130.7bn, up 17.7% on the previous
December.

China's General Administration of Customs (GAC) said exports overall in the year
were $1.2tn, down 16% from in 2008, while imports were 11.2% down from a year
5 (EARLY) at $1.01tn. The politically sensitive total trade surplus was down
34.2% to $196.1bn. The figures suggests China will surpass Germany's export total for
the whole of 2009, although this will not be confirmed until Germany's full-year data is
published in February.

Yuan demand

A spokesman for GAC said the increase was "an important turning point" for the
country.

"It is safe to say now that Chinese 6 (EXPORT) have come right through
the period of weakness," Xinhua quoted statistician Huang Guohua as saying.

The BBC's Chris Hogg in Shanghai says many of China's producers are low-cost
manufacturers who assemble equipment such as i-Pods using foreign components.

The latest figures are being seen as an indication that those 7
(MANUFACTURE) have proved resilient in the downturn and are benefitting as their
customers restock, says our correspondent.

But the figures are likely to lead to renewed complaints from China's trading

Led by the US, they say it is unfair that China has been able to make its good

La France exporte les produits de I'agriculture (vin, cognac, armagnac, viande, volaille,
lin, laine, etc). Elle exporte 50 % de production des constructions mécaniques: les
turbines pour les centrales nucléaires, hydro-électriques et thermiques, 1'équipement pour
les centrales nucléaires, 1'appareillage électronique et les électroménagers. La France est
le 5-iéme exportateur de la production chimique, des engrais chimiques, des acides; des
articles de pharmacie et de parfumerie. La France est le 2-iéme exportateur du monde des
minerais de fer, d'aluminium, de soufre, de potasse, d'acier, de la production de pétrole,
etc. On exporte aussi les fruits, les légumes, le sucre et les huitres. Différentes fibres
naturelles, artificielles et synthétiques, tissus, articles de filature, chaussures, froment et
articles de papeterie sont aussi exportés par la France.

Sont principalement importés en France: charbon, pétrole, coton métaux rares,
caoutchouc. Chaque année, la France importe quelque 20 millions de tonnes de charbon,
plus de 70 millions de tonnes de pétrole, environ 200 mille tonnes de laine et plus de 300
mille tonnes de coton, des millions de tonnes d'anthracite, les articles de I'industrie
forestiere, de cellulose, le chrom, I'aluminium, le manganése, etc.
